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(The New King James Version) 

& the Alexandrian Cult & The New Age

The NKJV has many readings from the RSV which means they are trying to pass off the Westcott and 

Hort text base in the guise of a text base TR and King James name to try to line up 

the King James Bible with the text base that is Alexandrian. It is an RSV in many 

places with a King James name. The RSV of the NCCC alterations are all through 

the text of Job in the NKJV. 

 

It must be understood that of the complete text of the whole Bible text base is the 

right text base or it would NOT be a Bible at all. To have the 

look and feel and have a semblance of a Bible it must include 

at least 90% of the correct text base.  Therefore it is at most 

10% of the complete text of the Bible that is in question. Of 

the passages that are notoriously corrupted from the 

Alexandrian mss there are much more corruptions in these text base that no one 

would ever produce as a translation. The amount of penknife text scratches and 

rewritten passages in obvious different penmanship is not reproduced in any of the 

eclectic texts or in any translation. The number of deviations in the Alexandrian 

text base against each other is also quite staggering and is not reflected in any of 

the eclectic texts or in any translation. These older texts are still around because 

they were rejected by the Christians of that era and therefore unused and therefore still exist only 

because they were not wore out from use.  

 

With the NKJV 2 Corinthians 2:17, “For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of 

sincerity, but as from God, we speak in the sight of God in Christ.” 

 

And in the KJB 2 Corinthians 2:17, “For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of 

sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ.” 

 

The part in question is “…peddling the word of God…” with “…which corrupt the word of God…” 

 

There is NO edition of any King James Bible with this reading. The text base for the King James 

reading is:  

 

2 Corinthians 2:17, “ος γαπ εσμεν ωρ οι πολλοι καπηλεςοντερ τον λογον τος θεος αλλ ωρ εξ 

ειλικπινειαρ αλλ ωρ εκ θεος κατενωπιον τος θεος εν σπιστω λαλοςμεν” 
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The word “καπηλεςοντερ” has the meaning “to make gain from corrupting” However this is the same 

reading in the Nestle – Aland text base for this word:  

 

2 Corinthians 2:17, “ος γαπ εσμεν ωρ οι πολλοι καπηλεςοντερ τον λογον τος θεος αλλ ωρ εξ 

ειλικπινειαρ αλλ ωρ εκ θεος κατεναντι θεος εν σπιστω λαλοςμεν” 

 

The only alteration in the text base is “κατεναντι” “before” (NIV) for “κατενωπιον” “in the sight of” 

(KJB) However notice the text in the NIV:  

 

NIV 2 Corinthians 2:17, “Unlike so many, we do not peddle the word of God for profit, On the 

contrary, in Christ we speak before God with sincerity, like men sent from God.” 

 

Notice the same issue: “…not peddle the word of God…” with the NKJV: “…peddling the word of 

God…” 

 

RV reading “…peddlers of God’s word…” Yet there is NO Greek reason for this reading even in the 

Westcott and Hort Greek text.  

 

Of all the new age versions the NKJV is the worst because it reads more like the King James Bible than 

any of the others. However, the text base is altered with motives the same as all the other new age 

perversions. This peddle introduction to the text is NOT in any Greek text; and is hiding the sin of the 

one editing the text of the Bible! They try to cover up their own sins! This also puts the Bible book 

stores in quite a predicament as well as the owners of the copyrights on all new versions! All of which 

peddle the word of God for profit. However this is NOT what any Greek text says; which lines up with 

the text base of the King James Bible! It is therefore a consensus of all modern 

translators that harbor in them the guilt of Bible perversion.  

 

Many other perversions of the text appear in 1 Thessalonians 5:22 when we are 

to abstain from “all appearance of evil” the texts is altered here. No King James 

Bible has ever read this way. Another place is Romans 1:25 where “Who 

exchanged the truth of god for the lie…” was altered from: “Who changed the 

truth of God into a lie…” another attempt to hide the sin of the Bible corrector! 

The NKJV reads very similar to the NIV, RV, RSV, et al in this as well. 

Things like “study” removed from 2 Timothy 2:15 and more are only the tip 

of the iceberg.  

 

The symbol on the front of the NKJV is the Triqueta in new age Satanism. 

The Triqueta is used as the centerpiece for the logo for The Institute of 

Transpersonal Psychology (ITP). The ITP is a new 

age school following the Jungian Psychology 

[occultist Carl Jung]. One of their stated goals is ". 

. . to reach the recognition of divinity within" (see Genesis 3:5, "...ye shall 

be as gods...") The Triqueta is a hidden 666. The Craft: A Witch's Book of 

Shadows; The Witch's Book of Shadows or Grimoire is a book of spells, 

enchantments, and rituals. Includes Rituals, Spells, and Wicca Ethics: The 

Craft Companion: A Witch's Journal, By Dorothy Morrison, a high priest of 

Witchcraft. Has on the front the NKJV symbol. 

 

This version is the closest to the truth yet it is riddled with Satanic and new age overtone wording as 

“the One” and subtilty alters wording with no Hebrew or Greek reason. If the text base was the same as 
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the King James Bible, what is the reason for all the alterations especially when the words altered in the 

text are NOT ANTIQUATED, ARCHAIC, OR HARD TO UNDERSTAND?

8. The most inaccurate translations are those that brought about the German 

Reformation (Luther, Zwingli, Boehler, Zinzendorf, Spener, etc.) and the 

worldwide missionary movement of the English speaking people: the Bible that 

Sunday, Torrey, Moody, Finney, Spurgeon, Whitefield, Wesley, and Chapman 

used. 

9. But we can “tolerate” these if those who believe in them will tolerate US. After 

all, since there is NO ABSOLUTE AND FINAL AUTHORITY that anyone can 

read, teach, preach, or handle, the whole thing is a matter of “PREFERENCE.” 

You may prefer what you prefer, and we will prefer what we prefer. Let us live in 

peace, and if we cannot agree on anything or everything, let us all agree on one 

thing: THERE IS NO FINAL, ABSOLUTE WRITTEN AUTHORITY OF GOD
