Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed 

away; behold, all things are become new. And all things are of God, who hath 

reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of 

reconciliation; To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, 

not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of 

reconciliation. Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did 

beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. For he 

hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the 

righteousness of God in him.ò 

My life however was eternally altered July 28
th,

 1981 around 10 pm and I have 

never been the same since. I was 23 when that happened; and have never looked 

backwards to my past to go back to what I left behind. I was changed inside that 

night; I was so altered that the next morning I woke up and was astounded by the 

change inside that had happened. My thinking, motives, loves, desires and many 

other things were changed; altered and I had no good reason for it aside from the 

fact that what happened to me the night before did do something so awesome that 



 

it HAD TO BE TRUE. I had a desire to study the Bible to find out more which I 

had never had inside before that time.  

Romans 3:19-28, ñNow we know that what things soever the law saith, it saith to 

them who are under the law: that every mouth may be stopped, and all the world 

may become guilty before God. Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no 

flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin. But now the 

righteousness of God without the law is manifested, being witnessed by the law 

and the prophets; Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ 

unto all and upon all them that believe: for there is no difference: For all have 

sinned, and come short of the glory of God; Being justified freely by his grace 

through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus: Whom God hath set forth to be a 

propitiation through faith in his blood, to declare his righteousness for the 

remission of sins that are past, through the forbearance of God; To declare, I say, at 

this time his righteousness: that he might be just, and the justifier of him which 

believeth in Jesus. Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? 

Nay: but by the law of faith. Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith 

without the deeds of the law.ò 

Romans 10:3-4, ñFor they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about 

to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the 

righteousness of God. For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to every 

one that believeth.ò 

Ephesians 2:11-13, ñWherefore remember, that ye being in time past Gentiles in 

the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision 

in the flesh made by hands; That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens 

from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, 

having no hope, and without God in the world: But now in Christ Jesus ye who 

sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.ò 

Hebrews 9:14-18, ñHow much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the 

eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from 

dead works to serve the living God? And for this cause he is the mediator of the 

new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions 

that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise 

of eternal inheritance. For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the 

death of the testator. For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is 



 

of no strength at all while the testator liveth. Whereupon neither the first testament 

was dedicated without blood.ò 

Hebrews 9:22-28, ñAnd almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and 

without shedding of blood is no remission. It was therefore necessary that the 

patterns of things in the heavens should be purified with these; but the heavenly 

things themselves with better sacrifices than these. For Christ is not entered into 

the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven 

itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us: Nor yet that he should offer 

himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood 

of others; For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: 

but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the 

sacrifice of himself. And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the 

judgment: So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that 

look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.ò 

1 John 1:7-10, ñBut if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship 

one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. If 

we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we 

confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us 

from all unrighteousness. If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, 

and his word is not in us.ò 

Revelation 1:5-6, ñAnd from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first 

begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved 

us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, And hath made us kings and 

priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. 

Amen.ò 

If this does not matter to you or anyone else; then donôt worry about it. After all if 

it is not true then there is no hell and there is no heaven and there is no God and 

you can just do what you want and be as immoral as you want. However, what if it 

IS TRUE? You will be accountable to your creator!  

Hebrews 9:27, ñAnd as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the 

judgment:ò 

Revelation 20:11-15, ñAnd I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from 

whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for 

them. And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were 



 

opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were 

judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their 

works. And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered 

up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to 

their works. And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second 

death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the 

lake of fire.ò  

Hebrews 2:14-15, ñForasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and 

blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might 

destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil; And deliver them who 

through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.ò 

John 1:12-13, ñBut as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the 

sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: Which were born, not of 

blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.ò 

John 3:5-7, ñJesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born 

of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is 

born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not 

that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.ò 

1 Peter 1:23, ñBeing born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by 

the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. For all flesh is as grass, and all 

the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof 

falleth away: But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word 

which by the gospel is preached unto you.ò 

John 3:36, ñHe that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth 

not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.ò 

John 8:21, ñThen said Jesus again unto them, I go my way, and ye shall seek me, 

and shall die in your sins: whither I go, ye cannot come.ò  

John 8:24, ñI said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your sins: for if ye believe 

not that I am he, ye shall die in your sins.ò 

Luke 16:22-24, ñAnd it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the 

angels into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; And in hell 

he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in 

his bosom. And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send 



 

Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I 

am tormented in this flame.ò 

John 10:28, ñAnd I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither 

shall any man pluck them out of my hand.ò 

Revelation 20:10, ñAnd the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire 

and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented 

day and night for ever and ever.ò 

Revelation 20:14-15, ñAnd death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the 

second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast 

into the lake of fire.ò 

Revelation 21:8, ñBut the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and 

murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have 

their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second
