1. Rapture: 

a. 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18, "But I would not have you to be ignorant, 

brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even 

as others which have no hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and 

rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with 

him. For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which 

are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent 

them which are asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend from 

heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the 

trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which 

are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the 

clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the 

Lord. Wherefore comfort one another with these words." 

b. 1 Corinthians 15:51-56, "Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not 

all sleep, but we shall all be changed, In a moment, in the twinkling of 

an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead 

shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this 

corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on 

immortality. So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, 

and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to 

pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. O 

death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? The sting of 

death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law."  

 

2. Judgment Seat of Christ: 

a. 2 Corinthians 5:8-10, "We are confident, I say, and willing rather to 

be absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord. Wherefore 
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we labour, that, whether present or absent, we may be accepted of 

him. For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that 

every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that 

he hath done, whether it be good or bad."  

b. 1 Corinthians 3:10-15, "According to the grace of God which is given 

unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have laid the foundation, and 

another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he buildeth 

thereupon. For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, 

which is Jesus Christ. Now if any man build upon this foundation 

gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble; Every man's work 

shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, because it shall be 

revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort it 

is. If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall 

receive a reward. If any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer 

loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire."  

 

3. Marriage of the Lamb: 

a. Revelation 19:6-8, "And I heard as it were the voice of a great 

multitude, and as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of mighty 

thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God omnipotent reigneth. 

Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of 

the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready. And to her 

was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: 

for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints." 

 

4. Marriage Supper: 

a. Revelation 19:9-10, "And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they 

which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith 

unto me, These are the true sayings of God. And I fell at his feet to 

worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy 

fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: 

worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy." 

 

5. Mounting up as Armies of the Lord: 

a. Revelation 19:11-14, "And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white 

horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True, and in 

righteousness he doth judge and make war. His eyes were as a flame 

of fire, and on his head were many crowns; and he had a name 

written, that no man knew, but he himself. And he was clothed with a 
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vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. 

And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white 

horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean."  

 

6. Leaving Heaven to come with the Lord: 

a. Revelation 19:15-16, "And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that 

with it he should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod 

of iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of 

Almighty God. And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name 

written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS."  

b. Revelation 19:17-21, "And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he 

cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of 

heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the 

great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of 

captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of 

them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and bond, 

both small and great. And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, 

and their armies, gathered together to make war against him that sat 

on the horse, and against his army. And the beast was taken, and with 

him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he 

deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that 

worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire 

burning with brimstone. And the remnant were slain with the sword of 

him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: 

and all the fowls were filled with their flesh."  

 

7. The Second Coming 

a. Daniel 7:9-13, "I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the 

Ancient of days did sit, whose garment was white as snow, and the 

hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne was like the fiery flame, 

and his wheels as burning fire. A fiery stream issued and came forth 

from before him: thousand thousands ministered unto him, and ten 

thousand times ten thousand stood before him: the judgment was set, 

and the books were opened. I beheld then because of the voice of the 

great words which the horn spake: I beheld even till the beast was 

slain, and his body destroyed, and given to the burning flame. As 

concerning the rest of the beasts, they had their dominion taken away: 

yet their lives were prolonged for a season and time. I saw in the night 

visions, and, behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of 
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heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they brought him near 

before him."  

b. Jude 1:14-15  And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of 

these, saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his 

saints, To execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that are 

ungodly among them of all their ungodly deeds which they have 

ungodly committed, and of all their hard speeches which ungodly 

sinners have spoken against him." 

c. 2 Peter 3:10-12, "But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the 

night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and 

the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works 

that are therein shall be burned up. Seeing then that all these things 

shall be dissolved, what manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy 

conversation and godliness, Looking for and hasting unto the coming 

of the day of God, wherein the heavens being on fire shall be 

dissolved, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat?" 

The Rapture is a word put on the Resurrection from the Dead of the Body of Christ 

and the common understanding is that the Rapture has two parts the large part of 

the Christians that have passed from the Resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ to 

the time of the Rapture. Then there are those that are alive that have received the 

Lord Jesus Christ and have not yet died. This is the complete Body of Christ that 

comes up. The prerequisites in the above can be seen by running the passages 

backwards. We can’t come back with the Lord if we are not there; and we can’t get 

married or go to the marriage supper if we are not already there. We can’t go 

through the Judgment Seat of Christ before all that if we are not up there; and 

during this time we are up there; the tribulation is going on down here. There is 

only ONE type of the part of the Body of Christ that is alive and is raised up and 

that type is Enoch. He was taken up and never dies! He must fulfill an antitype and 

there is only ONE antitype. The part of the Body of Christ that is alive when the 

Lord comes for us. Notice that Enoch was caught up before the judgment fell (the 

flood).
